January Holiday

Dr MARTIN LUTHER KING, Jr. day is a federal holiday in the United States, observed on
the third Monday in January each year to honor the life and legacy of America’s most
prominent leader in the civil rights struggle during the 20th century. Through peaceful
protests and powerful speeches, Dr. King challenged racial segregation and inspired a
nation to pursue social justice. He was not only a tireless advocate for racial equality, but
also for the working classes and the oppressed around the world. Dr. King received the
Nobel Peace Prize in 1964, at that time being the youngest person to have received such
an honor, at age thirty-five. On April 4, 1968, he was assassinated by a sniper’s bullet in
Memphis, Tennessee. President Ronald Reagan signed legislation on November 3, 1983,
establishing the third Monday in January as an annual celebration of King’s birth. The
designation later became a defining moment in volunteerism when in 1994, Congress
designated the day not just a day off, but as a “day on” by community action, encouraging
Americans to volunteer and serve others to improve their communities. Thus, the Martin
Luther King, Jr Day--National Day of Service.

The Georgia Governor’s Mansion, located in
Atlanta’s Buckhead neighborhood, is the official residence of
Georgia’s Governor, Brian Kemp. It's a Greek Revival style
home on 18 acres of beautiful grounds and features historic
furnishings and a collection of federal period arts. It has 3
floors, 30 rooms and was built in 1967.

As we entered the Mansion, we were dazzled by all the crystal
chandeliers and handsomely decorated and lighted Christmas
trees. The trees had an interesting assortment of traditional and Georgia-themed
ornaments, including a peanut, peach, onion and mascot dogs. Every room had a “hidden
elf on the shelf” which the visitors were requested to find. Each one was cleverly hidden
but we found them all!

The holiday decorations were elegant and varied in each room. On one of the

fireplace mantels, candied orange slices were entwined in the foliage, and the area was
flavored with a citrus scent. Candles, arranged below in the fireplace, glowed warmly. The
library shelves were filled with books written by Georgia authors.

The dining room featured small crystal-shaped trees centered on the table that
shimmered. Of course, magnificent poinsettias filled the rooms.

Afterwards, we went to an area downstairs where they hold conferences and have
entertainment. We received a chocolate chip cookie and took fun photos. We lunched at
the very popular and busy OK Cafe. The weather was excellent and the group enjoyed
sharing this excursion together.
