Opera: Salome: as the curtain rises, Herod is hosting a feast for a group of rowdy Jews, 
Egyptians and Romans while the prophet Jokanaan is imprisoned in a cistern under the 
palace. Salome, bored and disgusted, leaves the repulsive gathering and has Jokanaan 
brought to her. She becomes infatuated with his physical features but he rejects her, 
urging her to seek out Christ and beg forgiveness. He is returned to his cistern prison and 
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continues to denounce the debauchery of the celebration. Herod promises Salome 
anything if she will return to the feast and dance for him.  She agrees, and after her 
seductive dance claims her reward: Jokanaan’s head on a silver platter, which she kisses. 
Herod finds this act monstrous and orders her death. 
 
This opera initially caused massive controversy and multiple bans, with critics denouncing 
its degeneracy and perverse content, although its musical brilliance ensured its eventual 
acceptance. It will be shown Sunday, February 15, at 5:30 in the Veranda room. 
 
Art Club: A month filled with exciting and a new series. Music of the 20s and 30s; plus 
virtual tours of museums world wide. A special program What is really Western Art 
presented by Nancy Halliwell, including Sculptor Glenda Goodacre, the creator of the 
Women of Vietnam Nam war memorial.

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HOLIDAYS AND SPECIAL DAYS in FEBRUARY 

Groundhog Day-- It’s that time of the year….February 2nd…the annual celebration of this quirky event that 
takes place in Punxsutawney, PA. It is the oldest and largest celebration that takes place in the U.S. and 
Canada every year. It originated from a Penn-Dutch tradition and dates back to 1886.  The big question is, 
will Punxsutawney Phil see his shadow? According to lore, if the groundhog emerges from his burrow and sees 
his shadow, there will be 6 more weeks of winter. If not, spring will come early.  Phil saw his shadow in 2025. 
Over the past 10 years, NOAA has compared this weather forecast, and states Phil has been correct 30% of 
the time. Although this tradition is rooted in folklore, it remains a cherished tradition in many communities. 

February  8  Super Bowl-- Held at Levi’s  Stadium, Santa Clara, California, Home of the San Francisco 49ers. 
Ticket prices range from $6,000 to $50,000, with prices fluctuating as the game approaches. 

February 12 Abraham Lincoln’s Birthday--Lincoln was an American lawyer, politician. and statesman, who 
served as the 16th president of the United  States from 1861 until his assassination in 1865.   Lincoln led the 
nation through the Civil War, defending the nation as a Constitutional union, abolishing slavery, expanding the 
power of the federal government and modernizing the U.S. economy. 

February 14 Valentine’s Day--“Love is a many splendored thing.” People in many counties around the world 
have adopted the tradition of declaring February 14 as Valentine’s Day--- a celebration of love, often expressed 
with gifts of chocolates, flowers, cards, and jewelry.  It first became a celebrated day of love during the Middle 
Ages when it was believed the date marked the beginning of the birds’ mating season (“lovebirds “of early 
spring).  Roses and more Roses to the Lovebirds of Huntcliff Summit  who have been married for fifty years or 
more.  May your days continue to be filled with many splendid, wonderful things.   

February 16 President’s Day--(A National Holiday) Celebrated on the third Monday of February.                                                             
It is often celebrated to honor all those who served as presidents of the United States, and since 1879, has 
been the federal holiday, honoring Founding Father George Washington, who served as the first president of 
the United States, from 1789 to 1797.  Washington led Patriot forces to victory in the American Revolutionary 
War.  He then served as president of the Constitutional Convention in 1787, which drafted the Constitution of 
the United States and established the American federal government. 

African American History Month-- commonly referred to as Black History Month, is an annual celebration of 
achievements by African Americans and a time for recognizing their central role in United States history.  Since 
1976, every U.S. president has officially designated the month of February as Black History Month.  The story 
of Black History Month begins in 1915, half a century after the Thirteenth Amendment abolished slavery in the 
United States.  That September, the Harvard-trained historian Carter G. Woodson, and the prominent minister 
Jesse E. Moorland founded the Association for the Study of Negro Life and History, an organization dedicated 
to researching and promoting achievements by Black Americans and other people of African descent. Known 
today as the Association for the Study of African American Life and History (ASALH), the group sponsored a 
national Negro History week in 1926, choosing the second week of February, to coincide with the birthdays of 
Abraham Lincoln and Frederick Douglass. The event inspired schools and communities across the United 
States to organize local celebrations, establish history clubs, and host performances and lectures.  President 
Gerald Ford officially recognized Black History Month in 1976, calling upon the public to “seize the opportunity 
to honor the too-often neglected accomplishments of Black Americans”.  Today, Black History Month is a time 
to recognize and honor the contributions and legacy of African Americans across U.S. history and society---- 
from activists and civil rights pioneers, to leaders in science, politics, education, industry, culture and more.

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Recent Activity 

TELLUS SCIENCE MUSEUM On Friday, January 9th, a group of Huntcliffers traveled to the Tellus 
Science Museum in Cartersville, GA. Cartersville has earned the nickname of “Georgia’s Museum City” 
with over a dozen specialty museums located there. The grounds at the Tellus are spacious, with well-
kept exhibit buildings, a display of solar panels, and an observatory with a 20” reflecting telescope.  

Several of us explored the exhibits at the Space Building with the story of the journey to space along with 
NASA artifacts. We learned how life is possible in the unforgiving vacuum of space. It was a fascinating, 
as well as educational exhibit. There was a covered area that we entered that involved the room actually 
revolving around us as we held on to the rail. The audio explained what was entailed in space traveling. 

We walked over to the next building, which housed exciting exhibits related to rocks, gems and minerals, 
fossils, prehistoric life, history of electronic development, transportation like motorcycles, early autos, and 
a 1903 Wright helicopter. It was a wonderous collection considering the history of the displayed artifacts. 
The dinosaurs were tremendous in size. The Planetarium show discussed several planets in our solar 
system.  

For a touch of nostalgia, the group had lunch at The Red Lobster.  The trip was worth the travel time to 
visit there. Be sure to sign up for Huntcliff excursions. We experienced a most enjoyable day.

SANDRA BENNETT…..an artistically talented new resident 

 

Meet Sandra Bennett, a native of California. Her first taste for “art” came when 
she was 4 years old and traveling by train with her family. Before boarding, she 
was gifted a large box of Crayola crayons and thus began her journey knowing 
she would “be an artist always”.  

 She studied design and composition at the California Institute of Art.  In 1963, 
she married Richard, an advertising executive and also a fellow artist, and 
they made their home in New York. During this time she founded fund-raising 
projects that utilized her artistic talents, doing illustrations and pottery. For 6 
1/2 years, she did art classes and exhibits at a studio at DeKalb Airport. For 
20 years she worked at the North Arts Center. While raising her family, she 
gave art classes in her home and at schools. She also developed traveling art 
exhibits for the Mid America Art Alliance.  During her lifetime, she had many 
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mentors who were prolific artists in their fields, which expanded and enhanced her appetite for 
art. Additionally, she studied at the Chouinard Art Institute, California Institute of the Arts and the 
University of California, Los Angeles. Since moving to Atlanta in 1978, she studied at DeKalb 
College and took private classes. Rendering the human figure in pencil and charcoal and 
exploring color, space in acrylic and mixed media form the core of her current work.  

 Her apartment proudly exhibits art items, such as 3-dimensional pottery, a cardboard fireplace 
with faux flames, sketches of the human figure including her late husband, a bowl filled with 
flowering seeds, a ceramic chair urn made for her late beloved dog, an advertising wall 
hanging stating, “Ceramics is my happy place”, a mirrored door opening to an outside garden 
(from her home to hide an unsightly area), and a statue of an immigrant farmer 

 The creations displayed in her apartment provide a variety of mediums: ceramic, pottery, 
sketches. They are quite interesting, serious, and fun and show off her enormous talent.  The 
objects displayed in the photos certainly reflect the “happy place in her mind and heart”!  

New Executive Chef 

Originally, Peter Frazzano wanted to be an accountant or work in 
global finance, like his father, but was inspired by his younger 
brother, who went to Culinary School.  Ironically, this brother did not 
stay in the food industry and went on to other endeavors.  In 1998, 
Peter attended the Art Institute of Atlanta’s School of Culinary 
Art.  Then, he spent one year at the Italian Culinary Institute for 
Foreigners (ICIF) in Piemonte, Italy.  Mediterranean and Eastern 
European foods are his favorite taste preferences, and he can whip 
up a good cheesecake.  

 As Executive Chef, his responsibility is to run the “back of the 
house”. He is the face of the kitchen; 60% of his time is cooking, 
40% is administration. It’s necessary “to do change correctly and 

learn from everybody”. While he is busy with managing and training staff, food production, 
sanitation, menu development, ordering and receiving products he also finds time to cook.  Chef 
Peter hails from South Florida and has 27 years in the culinary field. 

It’s not a surprise that his hobbies include mechanics and carpentry, because he enjoys working 
with this hands. His favorite culinary experience was working at the Pragelato Resort in Torino 
(Turin), Italy during the 2005-2006 Winter Olympics. The resort was the site of the Women’s 
Cross Country Ski events. Chef Peter is most personable.  

 Have a chat with him when he’s not busy overseeing the kitchen. The residents at Huntcliff 
welcome our new chef and wish him a successful tenure here. We look forward to his new 
direction, ideas and culinary expertise.
